UNITED FOUR WHEEL DRIVE ASSOCIATIONS joins lawsuit to prevent off-road
vehicle closures in National Park Service units

United Four Wheel Drive Associations (UFWDA) andhert organizations, including the Cape Hatteras s&ce
Preservation Alliance, filed a motion in U.S. didtrcourt for the District of Columbia on January tb intervene
in a suit brought against the National Park Sertagé-riends of the Earth, Bluewater Network DivisidNational
Parks Conservation Association, and Wildlands GdntePreventing Roads (known as Bluewater Network)
Bluewater Network is asking the court to stop #ihighway vehicle (OHV) use in all National Paréed to stop
all OHV use in all recreation areas, seashoressladres, or preserves until such units adopt dpegalations for
OHYV use.

Bluewater is hoping the court will issue an injuactto immediately stop all OHV use at places sash
Canyonlands National Park, Big Bend National Paknyon de Chelly National Monument, Death Valley
National Park, Big Cypress National Preserve, Gdateras National Seashore and Cape Cod NatioahSee

to name a few.

“This case is of vital importance to four wheelMdrusers and OHV users of all kinds”, stated CRdacher, long-
time attorney for UFWDA.
