This hiccup is
hopefully only a temporary diversion from the progress
forward.

We must aso recognise another role that has changed and
that’s the contracting of Amanda Cotterell as administrative
officer, replacing our previous office manager Kathleen
Snyder, who had looked after things for some 14 years. Thank
you for that involvement Kathleen.
