As of Nov. 5™, 2008, the number of Democrats holding seats in the U.S. Senate is still undetermined.
4 seats are still undecided, 56 seats belong to Democrats and 40 to Republicans. This balance of
power is particularly important in the Senate where holding 60 seats becomes important to pass a
cloture motion or in other words, to stop a filibuster. The cloture rule requires 60 votes to pass the
motion. If the Democrats hold 60 seats they can pass environmental legislation, such as wilderness
bills and land management agency budgets, with no procedural way for the Republican Senators to
stop them.

There are 27 Wilderness bills pending today in Congress. When the 111™ Congress begins in
January, 2009, these bills plus many others will undoubtedly be re-introduced. The rush will be on
from the environmental community to push into law every piece of pro-environment and anti-access
legislation they can. The only thing standing between them and these new laws is you and your pro-
access advocates UFWDA and our partner organizations.



It will be imperative that we lobby frequently against anti-access legislation and that lobbying and the
ground swell of opposition begins with you! UFWDA will be bringing you updates through E-news,
on the forums, on the website, and in the Voice.

are:

predominantly male (92%)
