“The market is definitely changing,” said DennisoBlquist, owner of Fly N High Motorsports in
Hollister, California. “There is a lot more engimeg going into everything. The new rock buggies
seem to be changing every year and becoming meanadd and more precise.”

Beau Stiles, general manager of Snake River Trigdkeavily involved in rock crawling and also has
ties to desert racing. He, too, has seen afterrhadgport explode in both areas.

“I see people building much bigger and badder meshthan they were just a couple of years ago,”
Stiles said. “I'm seeing more and more big rigsetier it be jacked-up street-driven rigs, hardcore
rock crawlers or even Baja-type desert racers. Tvan't the case a couple of years ago. That
specialty side of it has really taken off in ourrket.”

However, there may be something of a crawler batklarewing in some areas of the country.
Predator 4WD’s Panek said that she has actually seeove away from hardcore rock buggies
recently.

“We’'ve seen some of those customers sell theirckesiiand quit four-wheeling altogether,” she said.
“I'm not sure whether it's because they went awayt the things that made them initially happy—the
fishing and hiking and the ability to take your fftcamping—»but those buggies can’t carry much
equipment. They're exclusively for rock crawlingidaeven some of the easier four-wheel-drive trails
aren’t that much fun in them.”

It was
formed under the guidance and efforts of the three major Four Wheel Drive Clubs in South Africa, namely the
Four Wheel Drive Club of Southern Africa, the S.A. Jeep Club and the Land Rover Owners Club of Southern



Africa. Today the Member Clubs and Associates are spread over all the provinces of South Africa, Swaziland
and Botswana.

OBJECTIVES OF THE AAWDC

FEDERAL LAND USE (NES)

SOPA

Committee members are now receiving the Scheduld©posed Actions (SOPA) for the Huron-Manistee idwet
Forest. This document lists all of the projectt thill be undertaken over the next quarter. Wisallow the Land Use
Committee to monitor projects for proposed roadguaies and become involved in the process in tHeesiastages. This
will maximize our ability to prevent the loss of portant 4WD roads within the Forest. We are segkiolunteers to
monitor the Hiawatha and Ottawa Forests in the Ufimninsula.

M-37 Project

Our first round of comments has yielded very pusitiesults! They have given the NFS a clear utaeding of what we
desire for a “road” system in the Project Area. isTalso establishes ‘legal standing’ for future egdpof the Project
Decision if it does not go well for us. Most imgamtly, however, our comments have served as aortppty for the

four-wheel drive community to begin a positive, kiog relationship with the Baldwin Ranger DistricOur comments
and developing relationship have guided the NF&torm its intentions for the Project Area to iraduan additional 2.4
miles of Level 2 (High-Clearance 4WD) Roads in‘®eferred Alternative” in the second stage of titecess. This
‘second stage’ refers to the publication of the WVRBroject Environmental Assessment”. This pubiacaalso opens the
second 30-day public comment period.

Our second comments were also well received. Wedathat seven additional roads be left open. &Mmeads provide
continuity of the ‘rustic’ transportation systemtbg area. Without them, a driver must travel manilgs out of their way
on the maintained transportation system (An undbircondition) to re-enter the ‘rustic system’tba other side of the
proposed obstructions. It was also broughbypghe NFShat “it might be better if the NFS requested tiet Newaygo
County Road Commission repair Taylor Road, rathantask them to abandon it”. The NFS initiallygmsed to petition
for abandonment.

This is our first attempt to respond to Nationatdsd Projects and has yielded an estim&t&8 Milesof rustic roads open
to public use that would otherwise have been lsiliteration. Congratulations to all of thosdiinduals who spent their
time and gas going out “on the ground” and gatlgeriine data that allowed our comments to be as fapemnd
comprehensive as was necessary to yield thesergsats.

Huron-Manistee 2006 Forest Plan Appeal

The NFS has conceded one of our five appeal poifite Huron-Manistee Forest Plan will now includeduage allowing
for the designation of 4x4 Trails/ Routes as a s#paentity fronthe road system. This will allow for the developrhef
design, maintenance, and financial criteria morkni& with our sport and more easily accommodatethe under-funded
NFS.

We are waiting for the official publication of tHiEinal Decision Notice” that excludes our other fquoints before we file
for financial assistance from the United Land Actleund to hire a Michigan Land Use Attorney to waikh United Four
Wheel Drive Associations’ Attorney, Carla Bouchgr,file our Appeal and begin proceedings to addmssremaining
concerns.

ensure that 4x4 recreation is considered througtheuPlan. Land Use Committee member and GLFWD&a3urer, Paul
Hittie, has been gracious enough to accept thigipo®n our behalf.

State Forest Plan Revision
The State Forest Plan Revision process has be¢edhay the DNR. The Department felt that the doenimwas not

inclusive of a number of other initiatives currgntinder way that have a direct impact on the ORMg@mM. The process
will resume with the introduction of a much morermgwehensive document ‘at some point in the future’.



25% New Trails Bill -- Route Proposal Project

GLFWDA has undertaken two differing approachesdooaplish our goals for the designation of new ORAUtes. The
Michigan Motorized Recreation Council (MMRC) desirto make a unified proposal for which GLFWDA dichke
submissions. While it is in the better long-rarigeerests of GLFWDA to continue participation withe MMRC,
GLWFDA does not agree with the approach the MMRE dlacted to utilize to try to complete their pregls. GLFWDA
feels that these proposals should begin with tippaeu and guidance of the local ORV techs. Paigeyof the Eastern
Lower Peninsula has already expressed interestpnoving those Routes in her jurisdiction. The LW@ be scheduling
several GPS trail mapping dates to collect datawilhbe used to connect the existing systemjaitiy 4x4 friendly trails,
and to locate obstacles and abandoned gravelpigsiblic land for possible inclusion. GLFWDA wdbntinue to utilize
both avenues to better our recreation.

Drummond Island

The LUC has been very active in the issues devegpphn Drummond Island. Jeep Jamboree receivetdt#oc from a CO
while on Marble Head. After a great deal of cop@sdence, this ticket was rescinded because thggmas operating
under an approved Event Permit. This incident extrio illustrate the inadequacy of the system anlgtand. The
majority of the paths that Jamboree uses are tealyidesignated as ORV Trail. That means thatfdx4 to utilize the
path, it must meet the definition of a State FoRsad and be traversable by a conventional two-ivdiréee sedan. The
LUC is working collaboratively with Jeep Jambor& ummond Island Tourist Association, Drummond IslaResort
Association, DI Off-Road Club, and other groupshtve the entire system re-designated as ORV Rolités would
eliminate the two-wheel drive concern. We are lm&b report specifics at this time because thigils‘in process’ but |
can at least let you know that it appears to begeery well for our form of recreation. We wile&p you apprised of
developments as they are finalized.

County / Local Issues

Monitor Road Closures

Muskegon County has approved the financial exparelito have a neutral, third party, biologist perfa survey of wild
Lupine plants within the Staple Road ROW. The ltesaf this study will dictate where the CRC wil lable to reopen the
easement to travel without affecting the KarnereBRutterfly population adjacent to the “road”. Adgnt landowners
have petitioned the MCRC for abandonment of thel.rohe LUC attended a comment Hearing on beha#intifiusiasts.
We had 775 e-petition signatures, 64 hand writignatures, as well as, support from the White LAkea Chamber of
Commerce, Twisting Trails SnoBroaves Snowmobile bCIWest Shore Snowmobile Council, West Michigan
Development Council, United Four Wheel Drive Assdicins,
and the Two Trackers Four Wheel Drive Club.odtimportantly, we had about 20 people IN THE ROONMMpared to
the opposition's six. The CRC is scheduled to tiearesults of this meeting on Oct 18th. We Wélép you posted!

Muskegon County has also tasked their maintenarople to remove the obstructions on Schow, Mictdli and
Whetmire roads. Before that can be done, the gurgecrew needs to set stakes to define the ROWwmy are currently
very busy with other staking projects and probakily not be able to do this for several weeks. ®amaction from the
property owner is anticipated, so the MCRC attorwdlyfollow up with a letter. The ROWSs should bpened sometime
later this year. This will add anoth2rMiles of Unimproved roads and three decision pointthé&orustic transportation
system in Muskegon County.

The Newaygo CRC has received a Petition for Abanurt for 64' Street between M-37 (Evergreen) and Willow in
Brooks Township. The LUC attended the meeting emalf of 4x4 recreation. The Newaygo CRC voted N®&bandon
the road but to look into the feasibility of putiit back on the section line as platted. It cotiseleaves the deeded
easement to pass around a gully. This falls utideiHighway by User' statute that essentially sagswhere a road ends
up over time (at Least 10 years) is where the CREahright of way, regardless of maps and deeding.
