First Ever Conservation Event in Scarborough Forest Expected to Remove One Ton of Trash along Route 123 

Blairsville, Georgia March 4, 2005 -- The Southern Four Wheel Drive Association (SFWDA), a non-profit organization dedicated to promoting four wheel drive recreation, will host the first ever conservation event for Route 123 in Scarborough Forest on May 2, 2005.
